HOW?

Components: MEPA is composed of an online
component (24 modules) and an optional
residential component at the Sant'Anna
School of Advanced Studies in Pisa, Italy.

Languages: English, Arabic, Portuguese &
French.

Fees: The tuition fee for the full program is
EUR 10,000. The Fee per module is based on
assigned credits, ranging from 700,00 € to
950,00€. A 10% discount is offered on the 2nd
and 3rd modules, as well as a 15% discount on
the 4th, 5th and 6th modules.

Fee reductions: Fee reductions can be
accorded if an institute or organization
enrolls a  certain  number  of
employees/participants at the same

time.

Scholarships: Candidates coming from
Least Developed Countries (LDCs) may
receive a 30% fee reduction if they are
in need of financial aid.

Other Scholarship opportunities are

also available through sponsorships.
