The curriculum, strongly field-oriented, prepares participants to work with NGOs, 
governmental aid agencies, the UN system and regional organisations, as well as to 
operate in the context of complex emergencies.

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WHO CAN APPLY
The MHRCM is open to a maximum of 28 participants, which must meet the following requi-
rements: 
• hold at least a three-year university degree or equivalent  (students expecting to graduate 
before 31 December 2024 are also eligible); 
• understand, speak and write English at least at B2 LEVEL.

TUITION FEES AND FACILITIES
• The master costs 7.500 €, payable in two installments.
• Early bird discount: -1.000 € for applications received in the 1st round of selection.
• The tuition fee covers attendance costs, didactic material (in electronic format), tutorship, 
lunch (on class days), access to all facilities of the Scuola. It does not include accommodation 
costs in Pisa and during the internship, nor travel or visa-related costs.
